The rain water from the Torrent region takes 40 years to trickle down through 

3.5 km of slate, basalt and sandstone layers to the valley, where it emerges at 

the natural hotspot at Leukerbad as a mineral-rich thermal spa. 

The St. Laurent spring that feeds the Lindner Alpentherme Leukerbad thermal 

baths rises from the upper town square in front of the Maison Blanche Hotel. 

With a flow of approx. 940 litres per minute, it is the largest source in Leu-

kerbad, and at 51°C, it is also the hottest spring in the region.

The sauna village is modelled on a picturesque Valais mountain 

village with houses made of slate and wood. The 300 m² sauna area features 

a traditional Spycher (a converted barn with herbal sanarium, 75°C), a Swiss 

chalet (Finnish sauna, 85°C), a rustic Valais farmhouse (steam bath, 48°C), a 

stone mill (stone sauna, 40°C) complete with mill wheel and glacial pond, a 

village well with thermal water, and the Gemmistube, an inn offering delicious 

regional snacks and refreshing drinks – all situated around the village square. 

Guests can head outdoors to take some deep breaths of fresh mountain air 

and enjoy the stunning scenery, whatever the season. Pamper yourself with a 

soothing treatment in the massage parlour or unwind in the cosy Valais-style 

rest area.
